Forest School and Outdoor Learning was introduced to KS1 Pupil Premium children as a trial of what we can use in the school grounds.




Introduction of Kidbusterz coming into the school to run and organise new clubs for both KS1 and KS2.

Drip feeding new competitions each year to create new opportunities for children.
	Teachers and children thoroughly enjoying this scheme of work more with more sports and opportunities on offer to be taught.

Having enough equipment in both KS1 and KS2 has saved time of searching for equipment and achieving more in the lessons.

Medals in the Basildon District Sports, Berlesduna Academy Trust Football and Netball competition and Swimming Gala were achieved through after school club training and swimming lessons aimed at the events the children were taking part in to make sure they had the best opportunity possible to win awards for the school.

After reviewing our feedback we managed to achieve Silver again and being even closer to Gold than the previous year.


All classes are allocated a time slot in their daily timetable to take part in the Daily Mile or a form of exercise (weather permitting).

This worked very well and this academic year we are having an extension placed in the school purely for Outdoor Learning to have a better targeted approach to Outdoor Learning which will help to achieve more for the children when taking part in these sessions.

Kidbusterz are an external company which offer Multisports club to EYFS and KS1 as well as Basketball club to KS2.

We entered the Basildon Dodgeball competition for the first time with the plan to gain an idea of what the district competitions are like in order to enter more in the future.
